Riverside College Tigers 61, CC San Francisco 57
FRESNO – A pair of familiar rivals will be taking the court on Sunday for the state men’s basketball state championship.
Led by 15 points from Kevin Bradshaw and a 12-point, 10-rebound game from David Norris, the Riverside College Tigers topped City College of San Francisco, 61-57, in Saturday’s 2009 California Community College Athletic Association State Championship semifinal, played at Selland Arena.
With the win, the Riverside will advance to the state championship game, where they will take on the south’s top seed and fellow Orange Empire Conference foe, Saddleback, on Sunday at 1 p.m. 

Da’Ron Sims had 21 points and 10 rebounds for CCSF (29-8), while Greer Wright added 16 points and six boards.

Midway through the second half, the Tigers (29-7) grabbed hold of the lead and never looked back, outscoring the Rams 30-25 in the final 20 minutes. 
Despite a slow start, the Tigers managed to stay in the game with some strong defense and aggressive offense that led to 12-of-17 from the free-throw line. After falling behind by as many as 11, the Tigers trailed by one at the half, 32-31.

Wright led CCSF with nine points, while Sims added eight in the half. For RCC, Norris led the way with nine.

This will be the third meeting between the Gauchos and Tigers. In OEC play, Saddleback won both games against Riverside.

RCC returns to the state championship game for the first time since 1966 when head coach Jerry Tarkanian led the Tigers past CCSF, 91-61.
