 (N2) San Joaquin Delta College Mustangs 71

(S3) San Diego City College Knights 69 

It was a tale of two halves in Game 2 of the 2009 California Community College Athletic Association Men’s State Basketball Championships. 

After losing a 19-point second-half lead, the San Joaquin Delta College Mustangs pulled out a 71-69 win over San Diego City and advanced to Saturday’s semifinals, which will tip off at 1 p.m.
Walter Jackson, who finished with 19 points and 15 rebounds, tipped in a missed shot with seven seconds left to give the Mustangs (29-5) the lead for good. 

San Diego City, which finished the season 28-5, had a chance to tie the game when Marquintice Davis (20 points) drove to the lane for shot, but his attempt was blocked by Glenn Miller (13 points) as the clock ran out, giving the Mustangs the win.

Malcolm Thomas led the Knights with 23 points and 17 rebounds. SDCC outscored SJD 49-35 in the second half, but it wasn’t enough. The key to SDCC’s comeback was its full-court pressure that forced 16 turnovers for the game.

After a fast start by the Knights, Delta regrouped and controlled the majority of the second half, taking a 36-20 lead at the half. The lead grew to 41-22 with 15:43 left in the game before the Knights turned things around.
The Knights hit 14-of-33 from the field and 4-of-8 from 3-point range. Johnson led the way with 14 points and eight rebounds, while for S.D. City, Thomas nearly notched a double-double in the opening 20 minutes with nine points and 10 rebounds. 

The Mustangs outscored the Knights 16-2 on points off of turnovers. 

In addition to Delta’s success, S.D. City was its own worst enemy, hitting just 7-of-29 from the field (24.1 percent) and 5-of-11 from the free-throw line (45.5 percent).
