(N3) San Francisco City “Rams” 92,
(S2) San Bernardino Valley “Wolverines”, 87 (3OT)
San Francisco City College opened the California Community College Athletic Association Men’s Basketball State Championship on Thursday afternoon by outlasting San Bernardino Valley College, 92-87 in three overtimes. The Rams (29-7), seeded #3 from the North, now advance to the semi-finals at 3:00 p.m. on Saturday, while the Wolverines end their season at 27-9.
De’Ron Sims led the Rams with 24 points and 20 rebounds, while Greer Wright added 21 points and 11 boards. For the Wolverines, Warren Fuselier led the way with 18 points and nine assists, while Maurice McGee added 16 points and nine rebounds.
In the third overtime, the Rams opened up a six-point lead (82-76) with 1:52 remaining after a Sims layup and maintained that advantage until Greer Wright netted a pair of free throws with 28.1 seconds left and an 88-81 lead.

San Bernardino was looking to hold for the final shot in the second half with the game tied at 72, and after calling consecutive timeouts. Curtis Wilkerson went up for a shot, but was tied up with CCSF’s Calvin Douglas for a jump ball and the Rams gained possession. However, San Francisco City could not get off a shot, sending the game to a third overtime.
In the first overtime, CCSF led by as much as three (66-63), but a three-pointer by Nate Roth tied the game with 53 seconds left. Holding the ball for the last possession, Wolverine guard Warren Fuselier fed Wilkerson under the basket, who scored on a layup at the buzzer to send the game to a second overtime.
The game was sent to its first extra stanza when Sims scored with 17 seconds left in regulation to tie the game at 60. With time running out Fuselier got off a shot with 4.9 seconds left, but his shot was short off the front rim. 
The Rams held an early 13-9 lead 9:19 into the game before the Wolverines went on a 14-0 run over the next 3:33 for the biggest lead of the half at 23-13. Both teams struggled from the field in the first half, with SFCC converting 9-of-33 and the Wolverines making 11-of-36. San Bernardino took a 27-23 lead into halftime.
