Pasadena City College 95, CC San Francisco 93 (OT)
FRESNO – Another top seed has taken an early exit, courtesy of the Pasadena City College Lancers with their 95-93 overtime win over top-seeded City College of San Francisco in the opening quarterfinal match on Friday at the 2009 California Community College State Women’s Basketball Tournament.
Led by 34 points, five rebounds and seven assists from guard Kinyada Johnson, the fourth-seeded Lancers (31-4) advanced to Saturday’s semifinal contest at 7 p.m. Easter Faafiti added 23 points and 14 rebounds for PCC and Melia Basavand tossed in 14 points and grabbed seven boards.

For CCSF, Jazmin Holmes led the way with 26 points and four assists, while Mone Peoples added 20 points and Monique Cavello added 17 points and nine rebounds.
The offense came early and often for both teams in the first half. With six ties and 16 lead changes, the game didn’t get too far away from either squad in the first 20 minutes. 

Johnson had the hot hand for the Lancers in the first half with 19 points, while Melia Casavand added 11. For the Rams, Holmes came through with 16 first-half points, while Peoples added 15.

It was more of the same in the second half as both teams battled through the end of regulation. In the final seconds, with the game tied, a Pasadena drive was stolen by the Rams, but PCC held ground on defense and a CCSF jumper missed its mark as the horn sounded.

In overtime, Pasadena jumped out to a five-point lead, but with under a minute to go, the Rams got to within two, 93-91.

After a PCC shot was blocked, the Rams managed to tie the game with 15 seconds left.

But Pasadena’s Allegra Kohley’s rebound and basket off a miss with 3.3 seconds left gave the Lancers the lead for good, eliminating the No. 1 seeded Rams (33-3).
