San Joaquin Delta Mustangs, 70, Mt. San Antonio Mounties 55
FRESNO – The first of two tickets have been punched for the championship game of the California Community College Athletic Association women’s basketball tournament at Selland Arena for Sunday at 3:30 p.m.  San Joaquin Delta College, the #2 seed from the North ousted three-time defending state champion Mt. San Antonio College, 70-55, the top-seeded team from the South.
Led by 28 points from Jessica De La Cruz, the Mustangs (30-7) opened up an 11-point lead in the second half, only to see Mt. SAC (32-4) tie the game at 45 with 10:46 left. But it was the aggressive defense by San Joaquin Delta that caused problems for the Mounties. It resulted in 25 turnovers by Mt. SAC, while De La Cruz was busy ending the post-game win streak, as she netted 6-of-7 from three-point range.
Mt. San Antonio, who entered the game with a 143-6 record en route to their three straight state titles, connected on just 29.7% from the field. Brittany Lewis looked to get her team back in the game, as she scored 18 points, while Eliza Dy was limited to just 11 points on 5-of-14 shooting.

San Joaquin Delta also received 21 points on 8-of-16 shooting from Natalie Montes, while as a team, the Mustangs saw eight of their 10 players pull down at least one rebound. Off the bench, San Joaquin Delta players controlled the boards, pulling down 20 in the game, with nine of them coming on the offensive side.
In the first half, Montes led the way with 14 points, as the Mustangs controlled the boards by out-rebounding the Mounties, 25-17.
