Ventura College Pirates 60, Foothill College Owls 59
FRESNO – The Ventura College women’s basketball team nearly became the second undefeated team to fall in the 2009 California Community College Athletic Association Basketball Championships, but in the end, the Pirates managed to hang on for a 60-59 win over fourth-seed Foothill College on Friday at Selland Arena.
In a game that produced no big leads, the game came down to the final few seconds. With the game tied at 59, Julie Huerung managed to hit the front end of two free throws to give the Pirates the lead for good.

Foothill (27-7) had the ball with a chance to win in the final seconds, but the Pirates’ defense held the Owls without a shot on their final possession to preserve the win.

Erika Ward led the Pirates (34-0) with 15 points, while Heurung added nine points and a game-high 15 rebounds.
