2N San Joaquin Delta vs. 3S Antelope Valley
San Joaquin Delta made five of six free throws in the final 28 seconds as the Mustangs held off Antelope Valley, 60-56, in a quarterfinal game of the California Community College Athletic Association Women’s Basketball Championship at Selland Arena in Fresno.
Antelope Valley only got off one shot in the final two minutes of the contest, a three-pointer by Florida Siaosi, cutting San Joaquin Delta’s lead to one at 57-56. The Marauders turned the ball over twice in the final 17 seconds of the game, stopping any chance of pulling out the win.

San Joaquin Delta (30-6) advances to the semifinals on Saturday against the winner of the Fresno-Mt. San Antonio winner at 5 p.m. Mt. San Antonio is a two-time state defending champion. 

In the first half the two teams combined for just 44 points and committed 30 turnovers between them. Antelope Valley, which trailed 23-21 at halftime, managed just 18 shots in the first 20 minutes. The Marauders turned the ball over 19 times, 7 alone by freshman point guard Siedah Wilson. Meanwhile, San Joaquin Delta struggles were evident by its 22 percent field goal percentage. The Mustangs made just seven of 31 shots, while turning the ball over 11 times. San Joaquin Delta also made just 1 of 11 three pointers.

In the end, San Joaquin Delta had just enough to pull out the win, making 10 of 25 field goals in the final 20 minutes and converting 13 of 17 free throw attempts. The Mustangs also converted the Marauders’ 28 turnovers into 22 points. 

San Joaquin Delta’s Jessica De La Cruz led all scorers with 26 points, 21 in the second half. Thirteen of her points came from the free throw line. Teammate Vintea Georges added 11. Antelope Valley was led by Siaosi who finished with 23 points. She was 9 of 12 from the field, with a three-pointer and four made free throws (out of 10).
