City College of San Francisco continued its recent streak of semifinal appearances, using a game-opening 12-0 run to knock off Irvine Valley on Friday in a California Community College Athletic Association Men’s Basketball Championship quarterfinal at Cal Lutheran University.

Da’Ron Sims scored 18 points and Jonathon Williams added 12 points and 11 rebounds for the Rams (27-4), Northern California’s second-seed in the tournament.  Max Carrier and Joe Eberhard scored 15 points apiece for the Lasers, who finish 26-5.

CCSF never trailed in the game, and the start was a perfect storm for the Rams and a nightmare for the Lasers. During the opening 2:52, IVC committed four turnovers, went 0-for-5 from the field and allowed San Francisco to score eight second-chance buckets off five offensive rebounds.

The Rams increased the lead to 27-11 midway through the half before taking a 38-23 advantage into halftime.

The second half was more of the same until the final two minutes, when the Lasers used a furious run to get as close as six on two occasions. However, the Rams got a pair of free throws and a dunk from Sims to quash any glimmer of hope for IVC.
CCSF will face the winner of Foothill and San Bernardino Valley in Saturday’s semifinal round.
