CC San Francisco 72, San Bernardino Valley 68
The old-time powers of California community college basketball continued their renaissance at the 2010 CCCAA Basketball Championships on Saturday as CC San Francisco outlasted San Bernardino Valley to reach its first state title game in 24 years.

Jonathon Williams and David Parker scored 13 points apiece in a balanced attack and Da’Ron Sims had 12 points and six rebounds for the Rams (28-4), Northern California’s second seed in the tournament. CCSF makes its sixth appearance in the championship game. The Rams won their only state championship in 1962 and were runners-up in 1966, 1978, 1981 and 1986.
Nate Roth scored a game-high 24 points for the Wolverines (31-3), who had their 20-game winning streak snapped. SBVC had been seeking its first title game appearance since falling in the 2005 final to undefeated Fresno City.
The Rams, clinging to a 32-31 halftime lead, opened the second half with a 17-4 run to grab their biggest lead of the contest. However, the Wolverines refused to go quietly, chipping away at the advantage and eventually  getting back to within two (68-66) on a rebound basket by Curtis Wilkinson with 3:17 left.

But SBVC could get no closer, as Nate Roth’s attempt at a tying three-pointer from the wing was off the mark and Deend Parker made one of two free throws to seal the win.

In the first half, the teams traded the lead three times and were also tied three times. The Wolverines opened up a 13-5 lead on a three-pointer by Nate Roth 3:41 into the game, but the Rams answered with an 8-0 run capped by Daryl Cooper’s layup to tie the game. 

San Francisco then took the lead on a layup by Sims and extended that lead to as much as six (28-22) before San Bernardino rallied with a 9-4 run to end the half.
