Keith Thompson scored 13 points as part of a balanced attack as Citrus blasted San Jose City in the CCCAA Men’s Basketball State Championships quarterfinal finale on Friday at Cal Lutheran.

DeAandre Haskins had 10 points and Tom Granado had eight points and 13 rebounds for the Owls (29-2), the second seed from Southern California. Stevone Jones had 15 points for the Jaguars, who finish at 26-5. 

Citrus never trailed in the contest and the game was never closer than an early 9-6 advantage. From there, the Owls went on a 30-13 run for a 20-point advantage and took a 42-21 lead into halftime.

The Jaguars got to within 12 (56-44) nine minutes into the second half, however, Citrus went on a 14-5 run over the next  six minutes to get the lead back up to 21 and end any hope for San Jose.

The Owls will face Saddleback, a 57-43 winner over Ohlone, in Saturday’s semifinal nightcap.
