San Bernardino Valley extended its winning streak to 21 consecutive games by outlasting Foothill on Friday in a California Community College Athletic Association Men’s Basketball State Championship quarterfinal at Cal Lutheran University.

Sydney Hall scored 17 points and Tre Brewer added 14 points for the Wolverines (31-2), the South Region’s top seeded team. Matt Christman scored 23 points, including 5 three-point baskets, for Foothill, which finished 22-8.

But Foothill once again rallied and retook the lead (56-54) on another triple by Christman. However, it was not to be as Curtis Wilkerson’s tip-in of his own miss tied the game again and SBVC went on a 21-8 run to close it out.
