Saddleback 57, Ohlone 43
Saddleback scored the first upset of the 2010 California Community College Athletic Association Men’s Basketball Championships, bolting out to an early lead and knocking off Ohlone in a quarterfinal matchup on Friday at Cal Lutheran.
Tyler McManaman and Robert Curtis scored 12 points apiece and Perry Webster added eight points and eight assists for the Gauchos (27-5), the South’s fourth-seed and the third place team from the Orange Empire Conference. Reggie Jones scored 12 points for the Renegades, who finish 24-5.

Saddleback, which has made a living on defensive-style games throughout the last decade, opened the contest by scoring 10 of the first 11 points. Ohlone moved to within four on two occasions, but the Gauchos closed the first half with a 14-5 burst capped by a three-pointer by De’Andre Myles at the buzzer.

The Renegades got as close as seven in the second half (42-34), but Saddleback never allowed them to get closer than that the rest of the way, building the lead back up to double-digits in the final minute on free throws by Mcmanaman and Myles to seal the victory.
The Gauchos will face the winner of the quarterfinal between Citrus and San Jose in Saturday’s second semifinal.
