CC San Francisco 75, Pasadena City 58
Marlee Rice scored a game-high 17 points and Brittney Allen had 15 points as City College of San Francisco ended Pasadena’s title defense with a 75-58 win on Thursday in the CCCAA Women’s Basketball Quarterfinals at Cal Lutheran University.

Moe Peoples added 13 points and Shawnte Taylor had 18 rebounds for the Rams (28-3), the North’s top seed. Dominique Scott had 13 points and nine rebounds for Pasadena City, which finishes 25-5.

The Lancers opened up a 35-25 lead late in the first half on a pair of three-pointers by Melanie Araula, but the Rams rallied over the final 1:44, scoring the final nine points of the half to make it a 35-34 game.

San Francisco then continued its momentum, opening up the second half with a 13-4 spurt to take the lead for good. The Rams then scored 12 consecutive points after a jumper by Pasadena’s Scott to open up a 59-41 lead. 
Pasadena got no closer than 13 the rest of the way, shooting just 31 percent from the floor in the second half and going 0-for-6 from the perimeter. The Lancers finished the contest making just 3-of-19 from three-point range (15.8 percent).
