Fullerton 67, Chabot 48
Fullerton continued the trend of the top seeds advancing, using a 17-2 first-half run to blow past Chabot in a California Community College Athletic Association Women’s Basketball Quarterfinal on Thursday at Cal Lutheran University.

Jhakia McDonald and Ashleigh Adams scored 12 points apiece for the Hornets (31-1), the top-seeded team from Southern California. Monica Garcia had 16 points and Stephanie Amaral added 15 points for the Gladiators, who finished 17-12.

The Hornets will face Santa Rosa, a 68-64 winner over Mt. San Antonio, in Saturday’s semifinal opener.

The game was close for just over seven minutes, with the teams tied at 11. Then Fullerton ratcheted up the defense and made it ugly in a hurry. Adams sank a jumper to give the Hornets the lead and after Chabot pulled back to within one, Nichole Sandoval drained a three-pointer to begin the rout.
Fullerton led by as many as 15 before the Gladiators cut the deficit back to 10 thanks to a three-pointer by Amaral and a jumper by Garcia. However, Fullerton answered by scoring the next eight points before settling for a 36-20 advantage at the break.

The difference was in shooting from the floor. The Hornets shot a scalding 71.4 percent from the floor (15-for-21), while the Gladiators shot just 25 percent (7-for-28). Fullerton cooled off in the second half, but Chabot was unable to take advantage, again shooting 25 percent from the floor.
