Santa Rosa 68, Mt. San Antonio 64
Mia Greco and Charlene Popoff scored 16 points apiece as Santa Rosa made it 2-for-2 for the North region with a 68-64 win over Mt. San Antonio on Thursday in a CCCAA Women’s Basketball quarterfinal at Cal Lutheran University.

Amanda Briare added 10 points and Jeannette DeWitt had nine rebounds for the Bear Cubs (26-6), the north’s second-seed in the tournament. Brittney Lewis had 11 points and six assists for the Mounties, which finished 24-7.

A back-and-forth game throughout, the contest featured 14 ties and eight lead changes. Mt. SAC led for most of it, and actually held a 51-44 advantage with 5:59 remaining. But Santa Rosa rallied and tied the game at 51 on a jumper by Briare with 3:50 remaining.

The Mounties retook the lead on a layup by Ashley Adams and two free throws by Lewis, but the Bear Cubs once again rallied, taking the lead on Greco’s layup with 1:49 left. Santa Rosa then extended the lead to 60-55 on a layup and a pair of free throws by Popoff.
Mt. SAC got to within two points twice, once on a three-pointer by Cecy Cuevas with 20 seconds left and again on a jumper by Lewis with 12.9 seconds left, but Santa Rosa answered both times, the last points coming on a layup by Greco with nine seconds left.
