A California community college student in a team sport may 
not compete or practice with any other California community 
college teams or with any other outside team in that sport 
during the sport season of that sport after the COA defined 
date when practice may begin. (See the COA Sports Season 
Dates Chart.)  In exceptional cases, the COA Executive 
Director may issue an exemption to this section.  

This will remove the 
possibility of teams 
forfeiting games 
because athletes 
participate with 
outside teams during 
the sport season. 

Currently, if an athlete competes on an outside team 
during the sport season, the team will be penalized and 
must forfeit contests. This change will keep the teams 
from forfeiting contests.

A. A district’s ”recruiting area” is defined as the district itself, 

and its contiguous community college districts. 

A. California community colleges may recruit throughout the 
State of California only, unless also granted permission to 
recruit out of state per Bylaw 2.5. In order to recruit 
outside the State of California, California community 
colleges must have written approval of “out-of-state 
recruiting  rights” by the COA Board (Bylaw 2.5). 

B. Contiguous districts are those that share a common 
geographical boundary with another community college 
district. 

B. The State of California is defined as only those community 
college districts belonging to the Community College 
League of California (CCLC).

Encourages California community colleges to recruit 
California residents, before turning to out-of-state student 
athletes to fill depleted rosters. Allows California 
community colleges without a sports information director 
(which is the majority), to promote and market athletic 
programs on a large scale, with limited budgets. Offers 
opportunities for student athletes from rural areas to 
experience the diversity of college life in metropolitan 
areas, and it offers opportunities for student athletes in 
metropolitan areas an opportunity to experience college 
life in rural areas. Enables student athletes that are 
released from larger community college programs, an 
opportunity to explore other options at a community 
college that is in need of participants. Eliminates the 
controversy that surrounds accusations of illegal 
recruiting, and allows all colleges the opportunity to 
promote their programs (Currently all colleges with a 
website are recruiting out-of-district athletes, and out-of-
state athletes, legally).

This legislation will allow community college coaches and 
staff to wear clothing identifying them with their college at 
events throughout the state.

Gender equity:  The impact on Title IX will be a positive 
one. This legislation will create more opportunities for 
female athletes to participant in intercollegiate 
competition. Presently larger community colleges have 
roster limits in some sports, and end up cutting athletes 
from the squad. These athletes will be able to attend 
another community college and participate for a team that 
is in need of numbers. This will open up more 
opportunities for a female athlete to earn a scholarship to 
a four-year institution. This legislation will also increase

4.3 Conditions for Contests 

4.3.3 A college hosting a game or a tournament in a sport 
which has had its coaches association mandate the use of 
statistical software [football, baseball] and/or requirements for 
reporting scores and statistics to an internet site [men’s 
basketball, women’s basketball, fastpitch softball] shall be 
required to have a qualified statistician taking official game 
statistics for all games hosted by that college. These statistics 
should be made available to the opponent, media, and other 
groups and/or individuals as established by the respective 
coaches associations. 

4.3.3 4. There shall be a licensed physician present and 
prepared to administer medical care at all California 
community college football games. No football game shall 
begin without a licensed physician present. 

To provide an official 
statistical account of 
each athletic contest 
in an accurate and 
timely manner. 

There are still games and tournaments for which no 
official game statistics are recorded despite the mandate 
from that sport’s coaches association stating that all 
teams shall use the same statistical software or report 
scores and statistics to the same internet site. 

$ Colleges which do not already have a qualified 
statistician at all home contests and tournaments will 
have to train or hire someone to do this job. This may 
cost up to $3560 per college if paying: 

Football: 5 games @ $100/game    = $500  

M Basketball: 18 games @ $35/game   = $630 

W Basketball: 18 games @ $35/game   = $630 

Baseball: 24 games @ $50/game    = $1200 

Fastpitch Softball: 24 games @ $25/game = $600

4.4 
4.4 Decorum 

4.4.1 Decorum at California community college events is the 
responsibility of all participants. 

For the purpose of this policy, the following definitions apply: 

A. PARTICIPANT  is a player, coach, team member, team 
attendant, official, or college staff member. 

B. DISQUALIFICATION  is removal from an event for an 
accumulation of personal or technical fouls, yellow cards, 
etc. and is not under the jurisdiction of this policy, but are 
covered by the rules of the sport. 

C. EJECTION  is defined as the immediate removal from 
further participation in an event as a result of abusive, 
verbal or physical behavior. 

1. First Offense: In addition to immediate ejection from 
the contest, the individual shall be suspended from the 
following contest. Each ejection shall be reviewed by 
the conference commissioner to determine if the 
ejection is a “strike” and covered by this policy. 

2. All ejections shall be treated as first offenses unless a 
previous “strike” has been declared by the conference 
commissioner. 

3. Second “strike” (same Individual): In addition to 
immediate ejection from the contest, the individual 
shall be suspended from all remaining contests 
including PC. 

4. Determination of whether or not an ejection is a 
“strike” may only be appealed to the conference 
appeals board. A decision by the conference appeals 
board is final. 

Clarifies the decorum 
policy. Eliminates 
confusion between 
disqualification and 
ejection. 

The language dealing with decorum differs significantly 
from one rulebook to another, and leads to much 
confusion. This minimizes the confusion with terms, while 
maintaining the intent of the decorum policy. 

Effective July 1, 2009 

Constitution Committee:  Filter okay as amended.  

Competition Committee: Filter okay. Recommend 
approval. Concerns: 4.4.1.C.3 All ejections will be 
reviewed by the conference commissioner, who will 
determine if the ejection was a disqualification sport 
rulebook infraction or a decorum violation. 
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D. VERBAL OR ABUSIVE BEHAVIOR - is defined as, but 
not limited to: unsportsmanlike tactics, such as using 
profanity or vulgarity, taunting, spitting on an opponent, 
ridiculing, pointing a finger, making obscene gestures, 
throwing gang signs, baiting of opponents, or inciting 
undesirable crowd reactions which results in ejection. 

E. PHYSICAL ABUSE - is defined as any physical act that 
results in ejection. 

F. EVENT - is defined as the time a visiting team or 
participant arrives at the site until the time the visiting 
team or participant leaves the site. 

4.4.2 Where official playing rules and COA decorum rules 
differ, the most stringent rules shall be enforced. 

4.5 Punishment for Physically Assaulting Officials 

Physically assaulting or attempting to physically assault an 
official shall result in immediate ejection and the individual 
shall be disqualified from participation in California 
community college athletic activities for a period of sixty (60) 
months. 

4.6 Punishment for Leaving Bench Area 

Coaches or participants entering the field of play from the 
bench area in reaction to a confrontation shall be ejected and 
punished as outlined in Bylaw 4.4. If, in the opinion of the 
officials, a coach going onto the field of play was helpful to 
the officials in the effort to control players, the penalty against 
the coach may be waived. 

4.7 Punishment for Violation of the Tobacco and 
Substance Abuse Policy 

4.7.1 The use or possession of any form of tobacco, alcohol, or 
other controlled substances by any participant during 
California community college-sponsored athletic activity shall 
be punished by ejection. 

4.7.2 Ejection for violation of Bylaw 4.7 shall be the same as 
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those outlined in Bylaw 4.6. 

4.8 Reporting of Ejections 

4.8.1 Within 24 hours after a contest where there has been an 
ejection of a player or a participant, the coach of the team shall 
report the names and circumstances to the athletic director 
who, in turn, shall immediately inform the conference 
commissioner. Failure by a coach to report shall be penalized 
the same as in Bylaw 4.4 and Bylaw 4.5. Failure of an athletic 
director to report may be referred to the conference 
commissioner for disciplinary action. Conference 
commissioners shall cause the report of ejections to be sent to 
the next team on the college’s schedule. 

4.8.2 Coaches or team attendants penalized by any of the 
above rules are prohibited from participation during a game 
only, not from carrying out assigned nongame responsibilities.

4.8.3 Each person participating in a California community 
college athletic event shall receive a copy of this decorum 
policy and provide a written acknowledgment of 
understanding. 

4.4.1 DECORUM Is the COA/CCCAA code of behavior 
for all participants in sponsored athletic events. For the 
purpose of this policy, the following definitions apply: 

A. Participant – is a player, coach, team member, team 
attendant, official or college staff member. 

B. Event – is defined as the time a team or participant arrives 
at the event site, until the time the team or participant 
leaves the event site. 

C. Ejection –Removal from a scrimmage/game/meet/match of 
a participant for the remainder of the event. 

1.  Sport rulebook infraction. Removal from the event for 
actions not under the jurisdiction of this policy, but are 
covered by the rules of the sport. 

2.  Decorum violation: Removal of a participant for verbal 
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or physical misconduct, or unsportsmanlike conduct. 

a. Verbal misconduct or unsportsmanlike conduct  is 
defined as, but not limited to, unsportsmanlike 
tactics, such as using profanity or vulgarity, 
taunting, spitting on an opponent, ridiculing, finger 
pointing, making obscene gestures, throwing gang 
signs, baiting an opponent, inciting undesirable 
crowd reactions, persistent arguing with officials, or 
aggressive behavior toward officials. 

b. Physical misconduct is defined as, but not limited 
to, any attempt by a participant to contact another 
participant in a combative manner unrelated to the 
sport. Such acts include striking or attempting to 
strike a participant with the arm(s), hand(s), foot 
(feet), whether or not there is contact. 

3. All ejections will be reviewed by the conference 
commissioner, who will determine if the ejection was a 
disqualification or a decorum violation.  

a. A decision that a decorum violation has occurred 
may be appealed to the conference appeals board. 

b. An appeal does not set aside the sanction while the 
appeal is being deliberated. 

c. All decorum violations will result in at least a next 
event suspension. 

4.4.2 Where official rule books (bylaw 4.1.1) and the 
COA/CCCAA decorum rules differ, the most stringent rules 
shall apply. 

4.5 Sanctions for Decorum violations. The following are 
minimal sanctions. Other sanctions may be imposed by the 
college, the conference commissioner, the conference, or the 
conference appeals board: 

A. First violation: Suspension from the next event. 

B. Second violation (in the same season): Suspension from all 
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events for the remainder of the sport season, including post 
season. 

C. Leaving the Bench Area or Position: Participants entering 
the field of play, or leaving their position in the field of 
play, in reaction to a confrontation shall be ejected and 
sanctioned as outlined in bylaw 4.3. 

If in the judgment of the official(s), a coach entering the 
field of play was helpful in the effort to control 
participants, the sanctions against the coach may be 
waived by the conference commissioner. Otherwise, 
sanctions are mandatory. 

D. Physically Assaulting an Official(s): Physically assaulting 
or attempting to physically assault an official shall result in 
immediate ejection and the participant shall be suspended 
from participation in COA/CCCAA athletic events for a 
period of sixty (60) months.  

E. Tobacco and Substance Abuse:  The use or possession of 
any form of tobacco, alcohol, or other controlled 
substances by any participant during a COA/CCCAA 
event shall result in an ejection. [See Bylaw Section  4.3.1 
for when an event begins and ends.] 

1. Tobacco or substance abuse violations shall be 
considered decorum violations.  

2. Sanctions shall be applied as in 4.4 

F. Coaches or team attendants sanctioned by any of the above 
bylaws are prohibited from participation in the event only, 
not from carrying out assigned non-event responsibilities. 

4.6.1 Reporting of Removals: 

4.6.1   Each removal must be reported to the athletic director 
within 24 hours.  

A. The athletic director shall immediately inform the 
conference commissioner. 
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B. Failure by the coach to report within 24 hours shall result 
in an automatic one (1)-game suspension. 

C. Failure to report by the athletic director shall result in 
disciplinary action against the athletic director or the sports 
program by the conference commissioner. 

4.7. Decorum Understanding 

Each person participating in a COA/CCCAA event shall 
receive a copy o the decorum policy, and provide written 
acknowledgment of understanding the rules contained therein 
by utilizing the R-1/R-2 process. 

Failure of the institution to conduct decorum training for all 
coaches shall result in the entire sports program being placed 
on probation.

1.8.1 A student athlete may have a year of collegiate 
competition reinstated for reasons of medical hardship. 
Medical hardship is defined as an incapacity resulting from 
injury or illness that has occurred under certain specific 
conditions. A Form 4, Injury/Illness Waiver Request, is filed 
with the conference commissioner of the conference in which 
the student plans to compete who will grant the waiver if 
injury or illness occurred and all of the following conditions 
are met: 

A. No change 

B. The incapacitating injury or illness must be specifically 
defined and validated by the licensed physician who 
treated the athlete at the time of the injury or illness. The 
written statement must accompany the waiver request and 
must indicate the date of the injury or illness and the 
reason(s) the injury or illness was incapacitating and 
prevented the athlete from completing the season , and the 
supporting documentation must be contemporaneous and 
completed at the time of the diagnosis and/or treatment of 

To return the authority 
to grant the 
injury/illness waiver to 
the Commissioner of 
the Conference in the 
season ending 
injury/illness occurred. 

Currently, the NCAA legislation requires a review of all 
injury/illness waivers of all two-year college transfers by 
the conferences into which the student athlete transfers. 
In addition, NCAA policy grants the decision-making 
authority to the Conference office where the injury/illness 
occurred and the proposed language would mirror the 
NCAA Legislation.

1.8.2 Extenuating Circumstances. The criteria used when 
considering this type of appeal shall be those applied in Bylaw 
1.8 (Injury/Illness). Extenuating circumstances include, but are 
not limited to, the following:  

A. The student athlete failed to complete the entire season of 
competition at the institution as a result of a life-
threatening injury or illness suffered by a member of the 
student athlete’s immediate family, that clearly is 
supported by contemporaneous medical documentation;  

B. The student athlete failed to complete the entire season of 
competition at the institution as a result of extreme 
financial difficulties as a result of a specific event (e.g., 
layoff, death in family) experienced by the student athlete 
or an individual upon whom the student athlete is legally 
dependent and prohibited the student athlete from 
participating in intercollegiate athletics. These 
circumstances must be clearly supported by objective 
documentation (e.g., decree of bankruptcy, proof of 
termination) and must be beyond the control of the student 
athlete or the individual upon whom the student athlete is 
legally dependent. 

1.8.2.1 Review Authority. The extenuating circumstances 
waiver request shall follow the appeals process as outlined in 
Article VII of CCCAA Constitution utilizing the above 
criteria. In cases where a student athlete does not meet the 
extenuating circumstances listed, following and only after 
review by the Conference, the CCCAA Appeals Board shall 
have authority to review based on additional documented 
extenuating circumstances.

A. The student athlete will complete the PPE prior to any 
tryouts, practices or any intercollegiate team functions 
competitions. 

B. Student athletes shall complete a thorough pre-
participation examination. This screening shall be 
performed by a licensed physician or other qualified 
medical personnel who are under the supervision of a 
licensed medical physician. The PPE shall include: 

 Medical examination 

 Orthopedic examination 

 Review of history/paperwork screen 

C. The student athlete health PPE form should provide a 
medical history designed to detect conditions that will 
determine an athlete’s fitness to engage in sports.
