Home Team and Dug out Designation: Home team shall be the higher seeded college for the first game. In the subsequent games, a coin flip will determine the home team. For the final round of the State Tournament games, the team on top of the bracket shall occupy the third base dugout. Dugouts shall not be changed when one team plays on the same field for consecutive games. The incoming team shall occupy the empty dugout.

Field Designation: We will be using Fields 2 & 3.
Inclement Weather: If a rain out game occurs at anytime during the final round of the State Tournament, the Tournament Director and Tournament Committee shall have the final decision regarding fields, games, and game times.

Line up Cards: One line-up card for the scorekeeper is due to the scores table 30 minutes prior to game time. Line-ups are not official until the line up card is presented to the official at the pre game meeting.

Official Scorekeepers: Teresa Wang from Cypress College will be providing official scorers, announcers, radio broadcasting, and statistics for the entire tournament. 

Pre-game Warm Up: An eight-minute home team warm-up shall be taken first. An eight-minute visiting team warm-up shall immediately follow the home team’s warm up. Teams will be allowed an infield warm-up prior to the first game played per day. For subsequent games, if time permits, an eight-minute infield is permissible. No time available - no pre-game infield shall be allowed.  
Warm up area/ fields: there are bullpen areas along each side of the dugout of both fields. Please make sure your pitchers use this area. For any other warm ups, there is large open space beyond the fields.

Showers: The facility has no shower facilities available. Each team is responsible for making any necessary arrangements with their hotels.
