IV.
FORMAT/STARTING TIMES


36 holes of stroke play for both team and individual competition.


Twenty groups of three will play from tees 1 and 10 using consecutive times beginning at 7:30 AM.  The afternoon round will begin at 12:30 PM.  Pairing will be available Wednesday, May 11 at www.ncga.org 

NOTE:  It is the player’s responsibility to be at the assigned tee on time.  Players will not be paged.  The “Note” in Rule 6-3 is adopted.  All players MUST be at the assigned teeing ground ready to play when the first player in their group is announced for starting.  Late players are penalized two strokes if they are not at their assigned teeing ground ready to play, within five minutes.  After five minutes, players are disqualified.

V.
RULES OF PLAY AND RULES OF CONDUCT


A.
The Northern California Community College Championships will be governed by the 2010-2011 USGA Rules of Golf and its Decisions under the direction of the Northern California Golf Association.  Local Rules will be given to the players by the starters at each tee as well as hole location sheets and their scorecards.



NOTE:  The advice rule (Rule 8-1) DOES NOT pertain to coaches.  However, there can only be one designated coach per team and individual that can give advice and he may do so only if he does not interfere with any other player in the tournament. Coaches identified to give advice are restricted from the putting surfaces and all hazards during the stipulated round.


B.
The California Community College Code and Golf Supplement will govern the conduct of the players and coaches during the day of the tournament.  Coaches are responsible for knowing these rules.  Violation of these rules usually results in disqualification of the offending party.  

VI.
CARTS AND CADDIES

Each player shall walk and carry his own bag of clubs throughout the championship. 
Each designated coach, from a school that has a team/individual(s) participating will have access to one cart. 

NOTE:  Spectators are prohibited from using golf carts.
VII.
PRACTICE

Practice rounds are complimentary on Sunday afternoon, May 15th   or during the week. Each participant is allowed only one practice round prior to the tournament. However, we encourage those who can, to try to play their practice round during the week. This will alleviate the heavy play on Sunday. Please call the pro shop at Kings CC for your starting time (559)582-0740.
VIII.
DRESS / FOOTWEAR


Participants shall dress in long legged slacks or solid colored shorts, according to course regulations. Golf shirts must be tucked into pants.  (No denim slacks).

NON-METAL SPIKES ONLY.  THE USE OF METAL SPIKES WILL RESULT IN DISQUALIFICATION.

IX.
SUBSTITUTIONS


Following the start of competition there shall be no substitutions.

X.
SPECTATORS


Spectators are allowed on the course; however they must remain on the cart paths or in the rough.  They will not be permitted to walk or talk with the competitors during the round and must follow the club’s dress policy.  Golf carts are not available to spectators.

XI.
SCORING

A. The team championship shall be determined by totaling the lowest five of six player’s scores for each 18 holes of the 36-hole competition.


B.
The individual champion shall be decided by the participants with the lowest cumulative scores for the 36 holes.  All participants are eligible.


C.
Each player is responsible for his own scorecard.  After each round the player’s marker shall sign the card and hand it to the competitor.  The competitor has the sole responsibility to sign the card and surrender it to the Committee immediately at the conclusion of his round.  The card is not to be held or delayed by other team members or coaches. Breach of Rule 6-6b – Disqualification.


D.
When ties occur, the winners shall be determined as follows:

1. TEAM TIES – if any tie/s occur/s, the scorecards of the best 5-of-6 players on each tied team or tied individuals will be “matched” using the USGA rules listed below: The winner shall be determined by comparing the scores of those five (5) golfers whose scores created the tie in the order below until the tie is broken: 
1. Holes 10-18
2. Holes 13-18

3. Holes 16-18

4. The 18th hole

2. INDIVIDUAL TIES –All ties will be broken by matching scorecards using the USGA recommended tie breaking procedure. In the event that this tie breaking procedure is required, the back 9 shall be deemed to be holes 10-18 on the score card.
XII.
CLUBHOUSE/FOOD AND BEVERAGE


There will be limited breakfast available. Lunch will be provided for players, coaches and the committee.  Spectators will have a limited lunch menu available from the bar. CASH ONLY. 
XIII.
DRIVING RANGE 


Balls will be provided for teams and individuals.  The driving range will be divided up and identified so each team and all individuals have a place.  Driving range will not be available prior to the second round.

XIV.
COACHES GOLF
Coaches will not be permitted to play Kings CC.  Only the 60 student-athletes will be permitted to play on the day of competition.
XV.
TOURNAMENT BANQUET/RULES MEETING

The Sunday night Dinner is sponsored by West Hills College Lemoore. It will be held on the Campus in the Conference Center (Room 256). The College is located just off Hwy. 41 and Bush St. at 555 College Ave, Lemoore. Maps will be available at the tournament. This is a sit down dinner to honor our State Championship players (casual dress).  

Ryan Gregg of NCGA will start the night off with the tournament rules discussion (a must for all players and coaches), followed by dinner and then Coach Mike Watney of Fresno State University will Keynote our night, speaking on “What it takes to get to the next level”.  Plan on being there as we have some special gifts (shirts, hats, and windbreakers) for all of our participants and coaches.

2011 NCGA PACE OF PLAY POLICY

Two Check Point System
Compliance with Pace of Play is the player’s responsibility. If you feel a fellow-competitor or opponent is unduly delaying your group speak with the player.  If this discussion is ineffective, you may ask a member of the Committee to have your group monitored. The committee may chose to monitor a group without the player’s request to determine the cause of delay.  

The first group in the field must complete play at the designated hole checkpoints no later than the time established by the Tournament Committee. Subsequent groups are held to the same standard.  If they are unable to meet the prescribed standard due to slow play ahead of them they will be considered to have met the standard if they complete play at a designated hole checkpoint within 14 minutes of the group ahead of them.  A group is considered to have completed the play of a hole when all players in the group have holed out and the flagstick is replaced in the hole.

OUT OF POSITION:   The first group is out of position if it is behind its expected time. Subsequent groups are out of position if they are over their expected time and more than 14 minutes behind the group in front of them.
  
Scorecards have printed on them the latest time to complete the play of each hole based on a group’s scheduled starting time.  These times are adjusted based on the difficulty of the course and the ability of the field.  They include time to search for lost balls and deal with other common occurrences encountered during play.  A normal speed of play should result in completing play before the time indicated on the scorecard.  If a group falls behind, they are expected to play efficient golf and make up the lost time. This might mean playing ready golf or continuous putting, which are both allowed in stroke play.  It is the PLAYERS’ RESPONSIBILITY to know their group’s position relative to the published Pace of Play and to ensure they play within the published limits.  Failure to play within the POP guidelines will result in a potential Pace of Play penalty unless you appeal and the Committee upholds your appeal.
CHECKPOINTS AND PENALTIES:   Tournaments will have holes designated as checkpoints monitored by a Tournament Official who will note the time that each group completes play of the hole.  The official will inform each group of its status with reference to their Pace of Play.  

Two (2) Check Points: Normally holes no. 9 and 18 will be used.  A group that fails to meet the standard noted above will be subject to the following sanctions:

                                    1st violation – 1 stroke penalty   (Note: No warnings are issued)     

                                    2nd violation – 2 stroke penalty
NOTE: A group that receives a penalty at the first check point is not absolved from penalty if the group completes the second check point in position and on time. 

PENALTIES APPLY TO ALL PLAYERS IN A GROUP:  Penalty strokes are added to the score of the hole where the violation occurs.  Either before or after a checkpoint if a player believes that his group is being delayed by the play of another player(s) in his group he should first address the issue with the player(s) involved.  If he believes this discussion was ineffective he may indicate to a Tournament Official on the course that he would like to have his group monitored.  He does not need to indicate which player(s) he believes is slowing the group.

APPEALS: After completing play and before returning a scorecard at the scoring area, players who have incurred potential Pace of Play penalties may appeal them to the Committee.  If players return their scorecards without appeal, the penalty will be added to their scores. Appeals will be considered only if the player(s) have been:

· Delayed by the Committee

· Delayed because of circumstances beyond control of the player or the group

· Delayed because of another player in the group

LOCAL RULES

The 2010-2011 USGA Rules of Golf applies and is supplemented by the following Local Rules:
SCORE CARD:  The Kings CC scorecard is unofficial and has no status.

TEES:  All competitors shall play from the BLUE tee markers.

UTILITY POWER LINES- If a ball strikes a utility/power line the player MUST disregard the stroke, abandon the ball and play another ball as nearly as possible at the spot from which the original ball was played in accordance with Rule 20-5 (playing next stroke from where previous stroke played).

IMMOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS: The area marked around the bathroom next to the #5 green is considered an immovable obstruction.  Players may take relief under Rule 24-2b(i) (Immovable Obstructions).

INTEGRAL PART OF THE COURSE: On Hole #13, the area of cart path between the BLUE STAKES is an integral part of the course and the player is not entitled to relief without penalty.    

GROUND UNDER REPAIR. Defined by white lines. French drains are deemed to be ground under repair. 

GLOBAL POSITIONING SYSTEMS AND HAND HELD RANGE FINDERS a player may obtain distance information by using a device that measures distance only.  

SODDED AREAS. If a ball lies in or touches a sod seam, the player may, without penalty, lift the ball and clean it. The player shall drop the ball as near as possible to where it originally lay, which is not nearer the hole, avoids interference by the condition and is not in a hazard or on a putting green.

The following Local Rules shall apply:

1. Embedded Ball Rule is being played through the green.

2. Automotive transportation/caddies – players must carry their own clubs.  Caddies and carts are not permitted during any round. 

4.
OUT OF BOUNDS: Defined by the inside edges at ground level of the white stakes, perimeter fence posts. NOTE: The driving range is out of bounds. 

5.
Protection of Young Trees – Protection of young trees are identified by stakes. If such a tree interferes with a player's stance or the area of intended swing, the ball must be lifted, without penalty and dropped in accordance with the procedure prescribed in Rule 24-2b.

6. Flower Beds – All flower beds are Ground Under Repair from which play is prohibited. Drop within one club length of the nearest point of relief not nearer the hole. No penalty.

TIE BREAKING PROCEDURES: Ties will be broken as described in the CCCAA Golf Guide.CONDUCT: The conduct rules as described in section 4.3 Decorum of the CCCAA Constitution and Bylaws shall be in effect.   
PACE OF PLAY

Playing time is 4 HOURS AND 36 MINUTES – Groups of 3 (Please refer to the Pace of Play Policy)
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
