Dugouts shall not be changed when one team plays on the same field for consecutive games. The incoming team shall occupy the empty dugout.

Pre-game Warm Up An eight-minute home team warm-up shall be taken first. An eight-minute visiting team warm-up shall immediately follow the home team’s warm up. Teams will be allowed an infield warm-up prior to the first game played per day. For subsequent games, if time permits, an eight-minute infield is permissible. No time available - no pre-game infield shall be allowed.  Please note the sprinklers will wet down the dugouts.  You should avoid occupying the dugouts until the field is ready for play.

Warm up area/ fields there are bullpen areas along each side of the dugout of both fields. Please make sure your pitchers use this area. For any other warm ups, there is large open space beyond the fields. Please use the hitting mats to stand on or please hit in your turf shoes.  No real balls for hitting.  Safety balls only.
