NOTE:  Conference representatives have the option to send their Field Size in any different combination of teams and/or individuals so long as their maximum allocation is not exceeded.

III.
FORMAT

36 holes of stroke play for both team and individual competitions.

IV.
STARTING TIMES


Twenty-six groups of three will play from tees 1 and 10 tees using consecutive times beginning at 7:30 AM.  The afternoon round will begin at 12:30 PM.  Pairing sheets will be distributed at the coaches meeting on Sunday evening at 6:00 PM, May 4. Pairings will be available on the NCGA’s web site on Thursday, May 1.

NOTE:  It is the player’s responsibility to be at the assigned tee on time.  Players will not be paged.  The “Note” in Rule 6-3 is adopted.  All players MUST be at the assigned teeing ground ready to play when the first player in their group is announced for starting.  Late players are penalized two strokes if they are not at their assigned teeing ground ready to play within five minutes.  After five minutes, players are disqualified.

V.
RULES OF PLAY AND RULES OF CONDUCT


A.
The Northern California Community College Championships will be governed by the 2008-2009 USGA Rules of Golf and its Decisions under the direction of the Northern California Golf Association.  The NCGA’s Pace of Play Policy will be in effect. Starters will provides players with Local Rules at each tee, as well as hole location sheets and their scorecards.



NOTE:  There can only be one designated coach per team that can give advice and he may do so only if he does not interfere with any other player in the tournament. Coaches identified to give advice are restricted from the putting surfaces and all hazards during the stipulated round.


B.
The California Community College Code and Golf Supplement will govern the conduct of the players and coaches during the day of the tournament.  Coaches are responsible for knowing these rules.  Violation of these rules may result in disqualification of the offending party.  Justin Russo, President of the Coaches Association, will head the committee handling protests in this area.

VI.
CARTS AND CADDIES

Each player shall walk and carry his own bag of clubs throughout the championship. Pull carts are permitted with medical documentation only.

NOTE:  Only tournament officials and coaches will have the use of golf carts.  Spectators are prohibited from using golf carts.  

VII.
PRACTICE


No practice or competition rounds shall be played on the course during the full two weeks prior to the championship, except for by the home team (if applicable).  However, there shall be no practice of any kind on the course during the two days (48 hours) prior to the event.  Individuals who violate this provision shall be disqualified from any or all further play.  Violators found after the completion of competition shall be declared ineligible and their participation shall be forfeited.


 NOTE:  

(1) Brookside Country Club is making their course available after 4:00 PM on Sunday, May 4 to walk around and view the course.  Players must start on Hole #1 and walk the course in order.  During the walk-around Teams/Individuals must be accompanied by a coach or other school official and must be dressed in the proper dress code.  Players may not have in their possession golf balls or golf clubs of any kind during the walk-around.  Violation of this rule results in disqualification from the championship.

(2) Putting green can be used after 5:00 PM until dark.  

(3) Driving Range will not be available on Sunday.
VIII.
DRESS / SHOES


Participants and Spectators shall dress in long legged slacks or solid colored shorts, according to course regulations and shirts, with collars, must be tucked into pants.  (No denim slacks).


Shoes with traditionally designed spikes (regardless of composition, i.e., ceramic) or spikes, regardless of design, comprised either entirely or partially of metal (when such metal comes in contact with the surface of the putting green) are prohibited. Penalty for breach of this condition: DISQUALIFICATION.

IX.
SUBSTITUTIONS


Following the start of competition there shall be no substitutions.

X.
SPECTATORS


Spectators are allowed on the course; however they should remain on the cart paths or in the rough.  They will not be permitted to walk or talk with the competitors during the round.  Golf carts are not available to spectators.
XI.
SCORING (scores will be posted live on the NCGA’s web site at www.ncga.org)

A.
The team championship shall be determined by totaling the lowest five of six players’ scores for each 18 holes of the 36-hole competition.


B.
The individual champion shall be decided by the participants with the lowest cumulative scores for the 36 holes.  All participants are eligible.


C.
Each player is responsible for his/her own scorecard.  After each round, the player’s marker shall sign the card and hand it to the competitor.  The competitor has the sole responsibility to sign the card and surrender it to the Committee immediately at the conclusion of his round.  The card is not to be held or delayed by other team members or coaches.  Breach of Rule 6-6b: DISQUALIFICATION.


D.
When ties occur, the winners shall be determined as outlined in the COA Golf Supplement (Section 6-2E).



1. TEAM TIES – As time and conditions permit, a 1-to-3 hole playoff will be held calculating the five

(5) best scores after each hole. If the tie continues, the scorecards of the best 5-of-6 players on




each tied team or tied individuals will be “matched” using the USGA recommended procedure.


2. INDIVIDUAL TIES – As in team ties, a 1-to-3 hole sudden death playoff will be held when possible.

Should a tie still exist following the third hole, the tie-breaking process is determined by matching scorecards.



Note:  The playoffs will begin immediately following last score posted.  The Committee will announce the exact time and starting tee.  The note under Rule 6-3 is in effect.
XII.
CLUBHOUSE/FOOD AND BEVERAGE


The Clubhouse will be closed on the day of the competition. A limited No-Host breakfast is available from the snack bar starting at 7:00 AM.  Restrooms will be open to competitors and spectators.  A Boxed Lunch will be provided for players, coaches and committee. A limited lunch will be available for spectators from the snack bar.
XIII.
DRIVING RANGE 


On the day of the competition, balls will be hosted by Brookside Country Club for teams and individuals.  Each team and individual will have a designated practice station. The range opens at 6:45 AM.
XIV.
COACHES GOLF

Coaches will not be permitted to play at Brookside Country Club during the championship.  Only the 78 student-athletes will be permitted to play.
XV.
COACHES MEETING – 6:00 PM at Brookside Country Club

All coaches will meet in the Board Room at Brookside CC Sunday evening at 6:00 PM.  During the meeting the NCGA (Ryan Gregg) will review the Local Rules and hand out pairing sheets, as well as any other necessary materials.

XVI.
ENTRY FEE

There will be an entry fee of $10.00 per player or $60.00 per team for the schools entering a team or individuals in the championship.

XVII.
PROTESTS

A. Protests of the USGA Rules of Play will be acted upon by the NCGA committee headed by Ryan Gregg.


B.  Protests of possible violations of the rules of the Community College Code or the COA Golf 


Supplement will be acted upon by a committee headed by Justin Russo of the California Community


College Golf Coaches Association.

XVIII.
NOTIFICATION OF QUALIFIERS - CONFERENCE REPRESENTATIVES


Each conference representative is to notify the NCGA office of those players who have qualified for the tournament by E-mailing or faxing the team and individual entry form immediately after the conclusion of their conference championship. PLEASE TYPE OR PRINT. Each Conference

2008 NCGA PACE OF PLAY POLICY
The NCGA Pace of Play Policy places the responsibility of maintaining the pace of play where it belongs – on you, the player. If you are the first group in the field, play efficient golf.  If you are in a following group, keep up with the group in front of you and you will not have a pace of play issue.


THERE ARE NO WARNINGS ASSOCIATED WITH THIS POLICY.

Scorecards will have the expected time your group is to complete each hole. If you fall behind, you are expected to play efficient golf and get back into position. This might mean playing ready golf or continuous putting, which are both allowed in stroke play. If available, atomic clocks will be stationed on holes #5, 9, 14, and 18 giving you the opportunity to check on your pace throughout the course. 
CHECKPOINTS: 9th and 18th Greens

There will be an Official present on your 9th and 18th holes to record your pace. The hole is considered complete when the flagstick is returned to the hole. You will be shown a GREEN card if your group is within your allotted time; a YELLOW card if you are behind your allotted time but within 15 minutes of the preceding group; or a RED card if you are OUT OF POSITION (behind your allotted time and more than 15 minutes behind the preceding group). If you are OUT OF POSITION after finishing the 9th or 18th hole, everyone in the group will be assessed a potential pace of play penalty. Pace of play penalties are to be added to the score on the 9th or 18th hole. No warnings are issued with this policy (RED card = automatic penalty).

OUT OF POSITION:  

First Group Only:  If the lead group is behind its expected time after completing one checkpoint (9th or 18th hole), players will be shown a RED card and each player in the group shall add a potential ONE-STROKE PENALTY to his score for that hole. If they also pass the second checkpoint behind their expected time, another RED card will be shown and each player shall add an additional potential TWO-STROKE PENALTY to his score for that hole. A group may appeal the penalty(s) in the scoring area before surrendering their scorecards.  

Subsequent Groups:  If any subsequent group passes one checkpoint (9th or 18th hole) behind its expected time AND more than 15 minutes behind the preceding group, players will be shown a RED card and each player in the group shall add a potential ONE-STROKE PENALTY to his score for that hole. If they pass the second checkpoint behind their expected time AND more than 15 minutes behind the preceding group, another RED card will be shown and each player shall add an additional potential TWO-STROKE PENALTY to his score for that hole. A group may appeal the penalty(s) in the scoring area before surrendering their scorecards.  

A player concerned about a slow player(s) in his group should first speak with the player(s) and encourage them to play more efficiently. Then, the concerned player may, before or after penalties are assessed, ask to have the group monitored. The individual player does not have to be identified; the request just needs to be made. At some point during the stipulated round, the group will be monitored. If a player is identified as holding up the pace of the group, penalties may be applied to that player and rescinded from the others.  


APPEAL PROCESS
Pace of Play penalties may be appealed to the Committee and must be made before scorecards are signed and returned.  In order for an appeal to be considered, there must have been an action by the Committee, a circumstance beyond the players’ control, or some similar occurrence that contributed to the delay, such as an action by an individual member of the group.  If a group receives a penalty for exceeding the pace of play for each nine, both penalties may be appealed, however, each appeal must be made and handled separately. Each appeal may result in a one step reduction of a penalty (i.e., three strokes to one stroke then one stroke to no penalty, but not three strokes to no penalty).
