USGA RULES OF GOLF GOVERN PLAY

LOCAL RULES LISTED ON THE BROOKSIDE CC SCORECARD DO NOT APPLY
PACE OF PLAY - Playing time today is 4 hours and 30 minutes.  Refer to Pace of Play Guidelines.

DOUBT AS  TO PROCEDURE – Rule 3-3:  If an official is not available, play two (2) balls, original & second ball; announce to your marker before either the original or second ball is put into play, your decision to proceed under this rule and inform him which ball you will score with if the rules permit.  The committee must be notified immediately after completing the round or the player will be disqualified.

ADVICE AND ASSISTANCE – A player may accept advice from his team’s head coach or designated assistant only.  This advice must be given in a private manner that will not disrupt play.  Coaches may not give or receive advice to or from another team’s players or coaches. Coaches identified to give advice are restricted from the putting surfaces and all hazards during the stipulated round.

GLOBAL POSITIONING SYSTEMS AND HAND HELD RANGE FINDERS are permitted during the championships.

GROUND UNDER REPAIR. Defined by white lines. French drains are deemed to be ground under repair. Rule 25-1. 

SODDED AREAS. If a ball lies in or touches a sod seam, the player may, without penalty, lift the ball and clean it. The player shall drop the ball as near as possible to where it originally lay, which is not nearer the hole, avoids interference by the condition and is not in a hazard or on a putting green.

IMMOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS CLOSE TO THE GREEN:  A player is entitled to relief from immovable obstructions near putting greens. If a ball lies off the putting green but not in a hazard and an immovable obstruction on or within two club-lengths of the putting green and within two club-lengths of the ball intervenes on the line of play between the ball and the hole, the player may take relief as follows: The ball must be lifted and dropped at the nearest point to where the ball lay that (a) is not nearer the hole, (b) avoids intervention and (c) is not in a hazard or on a putting green. The ball may be cleaned when lifted.

The following Local Rules shall apply:
1. Embedded Ball Rule is being played through the green.

2. Automotive transportation/caddies – players must carry their own clubs.  Caddies and carts are not permitted during any round.

OUT OF BOUNDS: Defined by the inside edges at ground level of the white stakes, perimeter fence posts, and mow strips.

NOTE: The driving range is out of bounds.

Protection of Young Trees – Protection of young trees are identified by stakes. If such a tree interferes with a player's stance or the area of intended swing, the ball must be lifted, without penalty and dropped in accordance with the procedure prescribed in Rule 24-2b.

6. Flower Beds – All flower beds are Ground Under Repair from which play is prohibited. Drop within one club length of the nearest point of relief not nearer the hole. No penalty.

7. Drop Zone Hole #17 – As an additional option, a player may use the drop zone on the forward tee for taking relief from the lateral water hazard. 
TIE BREAKING PROCEDURES: Ties will be broken as described in the COA Golf Guide.
CONDUCT: The conduct rules as described in section 4.3 Decorum of the COA Constitution and Bylaws shall be in effect.   
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
