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Tennis State Tournament Qualifiers Are Announced

SACRAMENTO - The qualifiers in both singles and doubles for the Hyundai-California Community College

Men's and Women's Tennis State Championships has been announced, although the seeding meeting and

bracket draw won't actually take place until Thursday afternoon.

Individual singles matches are scheduled to start on Friday at 9:00 a.m. while the first round of the

doubles matches are scheduled to begin at 2:00 p.m. that same day.  The individual tournament is being held at

the Broadstone Racquet Club in Folsom.

There are some familiar faces at this year's event as several players return for their second consecutive

state tournament event.  In men's singles, last year's runner-up, Rodrigo Grilli  (Desert), appears to be the man

to beat on the way to the title.  Desert teammate Carlos Palencia, whom Grilli defeated in last year's semifinal

match, also returns for his second year at the state tournament as does David DiMartino  (Saddleback), who lost

to Palencia in the quarterfinals.  Santa Rosa's Doug Hoffman was a state qualifier last year but was paired

against eventual champion Juan Cerda (Desert) in the opening round.

In men's doubles action, Grilli and Palencia are teamed together this season.  Grilli, who was teamed

with Cerda last year, captured the doubles title over Palencia and Mario Aldretti.

Matt Copland (Palomar) returns to doubles action after reaching the quarterfinals last season.  He's

teamed with Zak Markham  this year.  Saddleback's Arif Hasan and Jon Lippert  were a state qualifying duo

last year.  Grossmont's Brice Daniels returns for his second year in doubles action, being teamed with Cyrille

Kurz  this season.  Cañada's Nicolas Lalama also returns for his second year in the doubles bracket, teamed this

year with Ben Wong.
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In women's singles, Georgie Dinham (Marymount) returns to the tournament after her runner-up

performance a year ago.  Both Jillian Ketcher (Modesto) and Kati Papi (Fresno City) qualified for the

tournament in singles last season.  Papi was paired against Dinham in the opening round while Ketcher faced

eventual champion Katalina Romero (Southwestern) in the opening round.  Both are looking for a better draw

this year.

In women's doubles, Dinham and Maria Pergamalis (Marymount) return after reaching the semifinals

of last year's event.  Juri Otsuka and Jaime Higa (Santa Barbara City) also return after reaching the

quarterfinal round before losing to the eventual champions, Nicole Lundgren and Silke Martin (Desert).

Southwestern's Maria Altamarino  was a doubles finalist last year but is teamed with a new partner in

Katharina Menzel this year.

West Hills' Amanda Wilson and Cari Taylor  qualified as a duo last year.  Fresno City's Papi qualified

in doubles, but returns with a new partner in Steff Thompson.  Modesto's Ketcher will be teamed with Jenny

Scott this season after experiencing the state tournament last year.
