FRESNO CITY AND MOORPARK IN MEN'S TIE; CERRITOS LEADS THE WOMEN
 

After the first day of the California Community College Athletic Association Men's and Women's Track and Field Championships at Cerritos College, there is a tie for first place on the men's side, while Cerritos College holds a sizeable lead over their closest competition with the women. For the men, Fresno City College and Moorpark College lead the pack with 19 team points, while the host Falcons won one of the three events, and have compiled 31 team points. The second day of the state championships will get underway on Saturday starting at noon.
 

Fresno City and Moorpark took first and second place in the discus, with K.P. Singh winning the event with a throw of 175' 3" for the Rams with Jimmie Pacifico (Moorpark) placing second at 167' 9". The Raiders also had the fifth and sixth place finishers for seven more team points. In the 10,000 meters, Daniel Gonia (San Diego Mesa) won the state title with a time of 31:02.61, while FCC's Cesar Rodriguez checked in with a second place finish in 32:32.44, for eight more team points for the Rams.
 

In the third completed event of the day, Bryan Braman of Long Beach City College won the javelin with a throw of 200' 10", which beat out second place finisher Joel Childress of West Los Angeles College, who registered a toss of 200' 1".

On the women's side, Cerritos College scored team points in all three events, led by Whitney Ashley, who won the discus with a throw of 147' 2", which just beat out the 146' 7" turned in by Holly Lohse of Shasta College. Cerritos also added five more team points when Jarvina McClain finished in fourth place. Although Tove Berg of Glendale College easily won the 10,000 meters with a time of 36.41.19 (almost three minutes ahead of the second place finisher), Cerritos picked up 11 team points with a third and four place finish. In the javelin, Ashley Greer of College of the Siskiyous won the state championship with a throw of 136' 4", while Ventura College's Randi Hicks came in second place. Cerritos had two more finishers in the scoring, as they took sixth and seventh places, respectively.
