SJ Delta is eliminated, finish in 5th place tie at state tourney 


Recap: Fullerton put an end to the 12th consecutive appearance by San Joaquin Delta at the Elite Eight with a strong four-game victory. The Mustangs wouldn’t quit after playing in two marathon 5-gamers the past two days, winning the third game before the No. 5-rated Hornets finished things out over the gutsy 13th-ranked team.

Fullerton had four players reach double figures in kills led by Nicole Coffer with 15 kills and 11 digs. Crisi Nihipali scored 15 kills, Gina Conley had 12, and Leah Haproff made 10 along with five of the team’s 12 aces. Katie Adams continued to impress with 47 assists, seven kills and 10 digs. Brooke Raynor defended well with 19 digs. 


Delta once again received a brilliant effort by Alicia Thomas, who scored 20 kills while setter Stephanie Williamson also finished strong at the tourney in setting 45 assists with 16 digs. Both Jessica Carter and Geneya Terlouw tied for match-high honors on defense with 20 digs each. Ashley Davidson contributed 16 kills and five blocks.


Delta shares fifth place at the state tourney with fellow Big 8 Conference foe Santa Rosa, eliminated as well by Big 8 champion Sacramento City. 


Fullerton moves on to play Sacramento in an elimination match Saturday night at 7 p.m. The loser of that match will take fourth place in the tourney. The winner will play a 10 a.m. match on Sunday that will help determine the opponent for the 1 p.m. championship final.
Comments from Fullerton Head Coach Eddie Rapp:
“It’s was a dogfight last night with those two matches. There’s no lead that is comfortable here, and every team is fighting for survival.  We saw how Delta lost a tough one to Golden West and tried to pick up on their tendencies. Our outside hitter Nicole Coffer has been playing great for us. Right now, we’re just trying to take care of business.”
Comments from San Joaquin Delta Coach Michaela Reyes:
“I’m so proud of my team, but I’m also really proud about our region and the Big 8. To have three teams make it here says a lot about our conference. It’s been a great ride for us.
