Fullerton is eliminated, finish in 3rd Place at state tourney


Recap: Roaring its way out of the loser’s bracket, Fullerton College hoped it could keep its Cinderella run through the Elite Eight. El Camino had something else on its mind as it finally had a chance to avenge its only regular season loss—a sweep by Fullerton in the second match of the season.


The Warriors turned the tables on the Hornets with an efficient sweep of Fullerton in a match that took 85 minutes to play. El Camino made just 13 attack errors in 110 attempts and hit a tournament-best .345 as a team. 


Leading El Camino’s offense were setter Sam Taylor with 41 assists along with five kills and outside hitter Lauren Simmons, who tallied 13 kills. Middle blocker Marcella Hernandez continued her consistent play with nine kills and five blocks. Kerry O’Brien added eight kills and Ashley Hardy slammed in seven in just 11 attempts. Another effective player was Amrita Tuladhar, who contributed eight kills.


Libero Karina Woehrstein added 14 digs. 

Other than Leah Haproff, Fullerton struggled offensively throughout the three games. Haproff finished a sensational tournament for the 5-foot-11 freshman middle blocker. She scored 13 kills (.579 percentage), made three aces, and had four block assists. The trio of Nicole Coffer, Gina Conley, and Crisi Nihipali were limited to a combined 16 kills (Coffer had nine).

Fullerton, the third place team from the Orange Empire Conference, caps its best season since 1996 (second at state) by finishing third place overall at the Elite Eight.


El Camino is looking for its first state title in 24 years when it faces the winner of 17 state championships—Golden West—in the championship final at 1 p.m. today. The Warriors were ranked No. 2 and the Rustlers No. 3 in the state in the final regular season Top 25 poll.
Comments from El Camino Head Coach LeValley Pattison: 
“We woke and played a lot better than last night. We were passing the ball well and we were efficient. We were far more balanced offensively today. Our hitters either kept it in play or were putting the ball away. Against Golden West, they have a much taller team, so we’re going to have to continue to pass well and play balanced to keep up.”
Comments from Fullerton Head Coach Eddie Rapp:
“They were passing so well that what it does is makes their block better, and makes their defense even better. They were serving extremely well and kept us on our heels quite a bit. It was fair fight. We were hoping to get another shot at our friends at Golden West, but it wasn’t meant to be.”
