Recap: The Warriors of El Camino College are playing in their third straight Elite Eight and third in a row at Fresno. Rated No. 2 in the final regular season Top 25 state poll, El Camino could be considered the tourney favorite with the elimination of top-ranked Irvine Valley in the second round of the Southern California Regional playoffs. 


In opening the state tourney, the Warriors won their 27th consecutive match, defeating the Seahawks of Cabrillo, the North No. 3 seed and No. 8 in the state, in straight games. 


El Camino, the South Coast Conference champions, hit .533 as a team in the first game with 19 attack kills. Cabrillo, the Coast Conference South Division champions, played better in a closer second game, but in the end the Seahawks couldn’t keep up with a talented El Camino offense.


Kerry O’Brien scored 14 kills to pace the Warriors. Marcella Hernandez added 12 kills (.400 in 25 attempts) and Lauren Simmons had 12 kills and a team-high 12 digs. Setter Sam Taylor contributed 42 set assists and totaled five assisted blocks.


For Cabrillo, Hayley Hall had 11 kills and 11 digs and Leah Anthony made 10 digs. As a team, the Seahawks committed almost as many attack errors (26) as they had kills (27).
Comments from El Camino Head Coach LeValley Pattison:

“We’re a far more balanced team than either of the previous two seasons when we relied heavily on a few big hitters. We have players at every position contributing on offense. Our outside hitters Kerry and Lauren have been solid in all of our playoff matches, and Marcella is another who has been outstanding for us. I think the overall confidence of this team stands out. We’re prepared and at least in this first state tourney match, we came ready to play.”
