Recap: The matchup between the North’s top seed and state No. 4-ranked Sacramento City College and state No. 5 Fullerton, the third place team from the powerful Orange Empire Conference, figured to be as close as the teams were rated.


But Sacramento, the Big 8 champions and experienced from its best-ever state finish at No. 3 last year, proved to be too much for the Hornets in four games. 


Fullerton nearly sent the match the other direction, taking as large as a 21-17 lead in game 3. Sacramento trailed 27-26, but consecutive blocks and a capping kill by Michelle Johnson gave Sac City the crucial game 3, 30-27. Sacramento would then cruise in game 4 to finish off the win.

The Panthers showed strong balance offensively with five players reaching double digits in kills. Kendall Eayrs hit an impressive .542, making just one error in leading the team with 14 kills (plus 5 blocks).  Johnson added 12 kills and a team-high 21 digs, while Christy Stuart contributed 12 kills and 12 digs. Keri Waller joined the kill parade also with 12.


Sacramento setter Amanda Limeberger was steady with 42 assists and 19 digs.

For Fullerton, Nicole Coffer totaled 16 kills, Gina Conley 15 kills, and setter Katie Adams had 49 assists and 11 digs. Brooke Raynor led everyone defensively with 24 digs. Crisi Nihipali added 11 kills.

Comments from Sacramento City Head Coach Laurie Nash:
“We spread the wealth offensively, and that means we’re executing about as well as a team can play. We have seven girls who were here last year, and they understand that you have to play at your best because each match you’re facing one of the best teams in the state. Our setter did a great job of keeping Fullerton guessing, getting the ball to all of our hitters. Our goal is to win a state title and we’re off to a good start.”
