Canyons is eliminated, finish tied for 7th place at the tourney


Recap: Santa Rosa Junior College made sure all three Big 8 Conference teams from the North region are still alive going into Saturday’s play after a 4-game victory over an exhausted College of the Canyons team.

The Bear Cubs outlasted Canyons, a team that lost in five games to San Joaquin Delta and had just 40 minutes to prepare for this elimination match. Santa Rosa also was coming out of the loser’s bracket after losing to Golden West earlier in the afternoon.


Both teams suffered from fatigue as seen by 60 combined attack errors. Canyons also made 11 ball-handling errors, while Santa Rosa totaled nine serve receive mistakes.


For Santa Rosa, Cassie Nelson delivered 15 kills and Krista Mattos had 24 digs. Jenna Chandler added nine kills and Gina Sbragia scored seven kills and six blocks. 


Canyons was paced by Priscilla Bremer, who tallied 16 kills and 16 digs. Jackie Ruiz added 13 kills, while Danielle Evans was versatile with 8 kills, 49 assists, four aces and eight digs. 


Canyons finished the tournament tied for seventh place with Cabrillo College in the school’s first appearance ever at the Elite Eight. The Cougars had beaten state top-ranked Irvine Valley and two-time defending state champ Orange Coast during the regional playoffs.

Comments from Santa Rosa Head Coach Kelly Wood:
“We played really well in our two regional playoff matches, but once you get to state, you’re facing really tough teams. When we lost to Golden West, it was like we were shell-shocked out there. I didn’t think we played a clean match v. Canyons, but were a little more balanced in our play. Once again, my non-award player had a big match. Cassie Nelson played outstanding for us. Canyons had just played that 5-gamer, so it was certainly to our advantage.”
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Comments from Canyons Coach Lisa Hooper:
“We really didn’t know what to expect at state. At times we played wonderfully, at other times we didn’t. I think we can look back at this year as a fantastic season. We beat the No. 1 team in the state and we achieved the goal of making it to the state tournament.”
