Cabrillo is eliminated, finish tied for 7th Place at state tourney


Recap: Fullerton College didn’t have long to fret over a 4-game loss to Sacramento City in the first round of the Elite Eight tourney. Try 40 minutes to rest before going up against another North region power in Cabrillo.


But the Hornets were ranked high all season, going into the playoffs as the No. 5 team, for good reason. Against Cabrillo, Fullerton jumped out to a 2-0 games lead, fatigued in dropping games 3 and 4, then looked like world beaters in taking the decisive game 5 at 15-10.


Fullerton had a bevy of outstanding performances led by setter Katie Adams with 66 assists and 10 digs. Leah Haproff hit .370 on her way to 25 kills and Crisi Nihipali totaled 23 kills and 22 digs. Libero Brooke Raynor finished with 31 digs. 

In the fifth game, Haproff had four kills and an ace and Nihipali also nailed down four kills. Nicole Coffer closed out the match by slamming one of her 17 kills.

Cabrillo was paced by a defensive show as Leah Anthony recorded the third highest dig match in tournament history with 38 digs. Alisha Partney made 15 kills and five blocks, and Hayley Hall scored 13 kills. 

Comments from Fullerton Head Coach Eddie Rapp:
“We regrouped after the Sacramento loss and just said to ourselves that this is the state tournament and you are going to face some great teams. We went out with a care-free attitude against Cabrillo and started playing like we were having fun again. We definitely hit the fatigue factor in the third and fourth games, but we found another burst of energy in the fifth game. We did a good job of getting the ball to our middles. Leah Haproff was especially strong for us.” 
Comments from Cabrillo Head Coach Jessica Kaven:
“Serve receive was a factor for both sides, and both teams’ legs got tired. It was back and forth. I thought we had a good showing by taking those two games after falling behind. We don’t have to hang our heads. Fullerton plays in a very tough conference down South and maybe it was more tournament prepared than us due to that strong competition. But we’re hopefully going to build on this year and we’re going to work hard at reaching the state tourney next season.”
