El Camino College assured itself of making it to Sunday and at least third place at the Elite Eight by sweeping the North’s top seed Sacramento City in a non-elimination match.


It was the state’s No. 2-ranked Warriors’ 28th consecutive victory. The only loss of the season for El Camino came in an early non-conference defeat against Fullerton, another state tourney participant.


Sacramento never got on track, making 34 attack errors (only 36 kills). Meanwhile, El Camino had one of its better blocking matches of the season with seven team blocks, including three assists by Ashley Hardy and  a solo plus two assists by Marcella Hernandez. Overall, Hernandez led the Warriors in kills with 12 (.417 hitting percentage in just 24 attempts) and Lauren Simmons added 11 kills. 

Libero Karina Woehrstein contributed 13 digs. Setter Sam Taylor chipped in 33 assists and 11 digs. Kerry O’Brien tallied nine kills.

For Sacramento, Keri Waller scored 11 kills with three block assists. Michelle Johnson had nine kills, but El Camino’s defense forced her into 10 attack errors. Johnson did lead the Panthers with 17 digs.


The Panthers now face Santa Rosa for the fourth time this season in a 1 p.m. elimination match Saturday. El Camino plays Golden West at 4 p.m. in a non-elimination match.


Comments from El Camino Head Coach LeValley Pattison:

“We played really well on defense. We got to watch Sacramento play last night and we decided to concentrate on (Johnson). Our setter Sam Taylor did a great job of controlling our offense and making it hard on them. I expected a tougher match, but we’re very focused and continuing to have a balanced offensive attack. We’re really not a blocking type team. We did a great job of that today.”
