	Bylaw 7.5
ALL-STATE ACADEMIC TEAM AWARD

7.5.1
The appropriate California community college sport coaches association shall determine how award winners are recognized until such time as a sponsor is found to support the cost of awards on behalf of the CCCAA.

7.5.2  
Each sport may have an All-State Academic Team by position or event.

7.5.3  
The college’s athletic counselor or designated person will monitor this process on campus.

7.5.4  
The designated person will nominate, for each sport by position/event, those athletes who have a grade point average of 3.2 or higher in twenty-four (24) or more units accumulated from the beginning of their first season of competition in that sport. The nominations will be forwarded on a Form U to the respective sport coaches association.

7.5.5  
Each sport association will rank the nominees by position/event and determine the individual with the highest GPA. The athlete with the highest GPA in that position/event will be a member of that sports All-State Academic Team. The selection of the All-State Academic Team will be forwarded to the CCCAA Awards Committee for approval and distribution to the colleges and the media.

7.5.6  
Criteria for Selection:

A.
All nominees must have completed at least one (1) season of competition with a minimum of twenty-four (24) units accumulated from the beginning of their first season of competition.

B.
All nominees must have a minimum GPA of 3.2 in those accumulated units. Transcripts must be submitted with the nomination.

C.
In case of a tie, carry the decimal out three (3) places. If still a tie, a two (2)-year participant would win. If still a tie, list both.

7.5.7 
The Process:

A. 
Nominees are selected and recorded on Form U, Side 2. Use separate forms for each team.

B.
Submit each nomination form to the appropriate sport coaches association president. Sport coaches associations select the all-state team from the nominations submitted by the colleges. The student with the highest GPA for each position/event will receive the nomination for that position/event.

C.
The all-state academic teams are forwarded to the Awards Committee.

7.5.8
Time Lines Reviewed (Adopted March 31, 2011; effective July 1, 2011.)
A.
All fall/winter team nominations to sports coaches association presidents by October 1. Spring sport nominations to sport coaches association presidents by February 1.
B.
Sports coaches associations of fall/winter sports forward to CCCAA by October 15. Sport coaches associations of spring sports forward to CCCAA by February 15.
