The college shall indemnify and hold the CCLC, CCCAA, and their representatives harmless from all claims, damages, suits, action, or proceedings in connection with any injury or damage to any person or property related to postconference competition activities.

D.
Working with the CCCAA MC Sport Representative and Office of the CCCAA Executive.

E.
Working with the Sport Coaches Association President.

F.
Designation of an on-site host administrator.

G.
Designation of an on-site protest committee and notification to participating coaches of members of the committee.

H.
Working with the sponsor(s) to provide promotional and public relations opportunities.

I.
The administration of souvenir program and concession preparation and sales.

J.
The administration of the awards and awards presentation for the event.

K.
Submission of the Postconference Competition Evaluation, Form P, following the event.

L.
The college shall provide a certified athletic trainer or appropriate medical personnel.
