APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  The agenda was approved with no additions.

FINANCIAL REPORT – Joe Iantorno:

A.
2008-2009 Working Budget:  It was reported that the final balance forwarded from the 2008-2009 budget was $3,265.71 as compared to $7,143.50 last year.  The difference was due to lost interest revenue because of the economy.

2009-2010 Working Budget:  It was reported that the current working budget reflects a balance of $41,196.86 as of August 31, 2009.

PROGRAM REVIEW SCHEDULE:   Chairperson Joe Iantorno distributed the program review schedule through the Spring of 2014.  Institutions up for review during the current academic year are:

CCCAA/COA BOARD REPORT:  Reporting for Foothill Conference Board Representative, Dr. Jackie Fisher, was Carlyle Carter – CCCAA/COA Executive Director.  He reviewed the following items with the members:

A.
Out-of-State Student Information Form:  It was noted that the form will be brought back after further discussion at the CCCAA spring meetings to be held in Burlingame at the end of October 2009.

Football Ejection Form:  A new form was introduced to be used this year.

C.
Awards Program:  The new awards were presented, and a new agreement reflecting a substantial cost reduction was discussed.  

D.
Fall CCCAA/COA Conference in Burlingame:  The importance of the fall meetings were discussed.  The conference is set for October 27/28, 2009 at the Crown Plaza Hotel in Burlingame, CA.

New Legislative Process – Form X:  Following discussion, the conference approved President Newton Chelette and President-Elect Dr. Cory Schwartz as voting delegates at the CCCAA/COA Annual Convention.  Dr. Schwartz will serve as an alternate delegate.

Upcoming Cost Containment Meeting in Ontario:  It was announced that the CCCAA/COA will be conducting a two-day emergency meeting in Ontario (September 23/24, 2009) to discuss cost containment issues.

Baseball – Dick Adams – Following a lengthy discussion because of cost containment concerns, the conference decided to stay with the current baseball scheduling format, i.e., single game on Thursday, with a doubleheader on Saturday.

Basketball (Men) – Patrick Springer – The schedule for 2009-2010 is complete.  The fall coaches meeting will take place on Tuesday, October 13, 2009 at Mt. San Jacinto College starting at 5:00 p.m.

Basketball (Women) – Gary Plunkett – The fall coaches meeting will be held at SBVC on Thursday, October 8, 2009 starting at 6:00 p.m.  The updated women’s basketball supplement was approved.

Cross Country (Men and Women) – Terry Schukart – The season is underway.  The SoCal Regionals are set for Mt. Sac on November 7, 2009 with the State Championships at Woodward Park in Fresno on November 21, 2009.

Golf (Men and Women) – Bob Olivera – The women’s season is currently underway.  Final approval was given to the updated supplement and the 2010 men’s schedule.  Some discussion took place with regard to the use of “range finders,” which is currently not a legal devise for use in our programs.

Soccer (Men and Women) – Jaye Tashima – The season is underway.

Softball – Robin Siara – No report.

Tennis (Men and Woman) – Dave Anderson – The men’s supplement and schedule for the Spring 2010 season were approved.

Track and Field (Men and Women) – Newton Chelette – An update on the 2009 was season was presented.  Additionally, President Chelette thanked the conference membership for their help in sending workers to the SoCal Regional event held at Mt.
