The following is a brief summary of each championship match (by weight). The individual records are based on their record at that specific weight classification.

125 Pounds – Angel Olea (39-1) Fresno City def. Corey Hauser (23-5) Lassen, 11-1


Ranked #1 in Northern California all season, Olea finished off a near-perfect season with an 11-1 win over Corey Hauser of Lassen, the #2-seed. After a slow beginning to the match, Olea got on the board first with 47 seconds remaining in the first period with a takedown. By the early part of the third period, Olea had increased his lead to 7-0, which included a critical takedown right before the wrestlers had fallen out of bounds in the second period when the match was still close. 

133 Pounds – Norman Richmond (35-1) Sierra def. Paul Lyon (25-4) Cerritos, 9-4

One of the quickest and most gifted wrestlers in the tournament, Richmond was able to take down Lyon, the top-seed in Southern California, four times. Named the Most Outstanding Wrestler at the meet, Richmond used his speed and agility to counter any shot attempts by Lyon and turned a 5-1 lead after two periods into a comfortable win with his final two takedowns in the last minute of the match.

141 Pounds – Juan Archuleta (37-2) def. Brandon McKnight (22-3) Victor Valley, 3-1 (OT)


Easily the most energetic and controversial match of the championships, both wrestlers followed their shot attempts in the first period all the way off the mat three times, much to the delight of the crowd. After a scoreless first period, McKnight started the second period in the down position and escaped in 22 seconds, with neither wrestler scoring the rest of the stanza. It took Archuleta 37 seconds to escape from the down position in the third period, which eventually led to a sudden death overtime. Just 12 seconds into sudden death, Archuleta was credited with a takedown near the out of bounds area, while McKnight and his coaches claimed the takedown was not fully administered. The officials saw otherwise and Archuleta earned the title.
149 Pounds – Jose Serrato (28-3) Santa Ana def. Octavio Lucatero (23-7) Moorpark, 4-0

 
After finishing in second place at 141 pounds last season, Serrato concluded his community college career with a shutout win over Lucatero. The match’s only takedown came at the very end of the first period, as Serrato recorded the two-pointer with just two seconds remaining in the period. He then registered an escape point to start the second period and held Lucatero at bay the remainder of the way to post the only shutout of the championship round.

157 Pounds – Trinity Perkins (28-5) Lassen def. Louie Desantis (32-4) Palomar, 5-3


Perkins turned a close 3-2 match into a 5-2 advantage after the countered a shot attempt by Desantis and threw him off. In the same motion, he worked himself around Desantis for a two-point takedown with just 45 seconds remaining in the match. Desantis did escape three seconds later, but could not get the required takedown to send the match into overtime. Perkins opened the match in quick fashion with a 2-0 lead just 11 seconds into the first period.

165 Pounds – Louis Gonzales (37-3) Palomar def. Jay Bogan (26-3) East Los Angeles, 14-7

 
Despite falling behind, 4-0 early in the first period (which also included a two-point near fall), Gonzales rebounded and led 5-4 by the end of the first period. Recording a three-point near fall of his own before the end of the first stanza, he seemed to get stronger as the match progressed. After losing his 5-4 lead early in the second period, Gonzales countered with an escape and then a takedown to finish off the second period with an 8-6 edge. After a reversal and three-point near fall to start the third period, Gonzales was able to finish off his South Coast Conference opponent and win the title. 
174 Pounds – Victor Carazo (27-1) Modesto def. James Clay (31-2) East Los Angeles, 4-2


Another slow starting match that was scoreless after the first period, Carazo got on the board after escaping from the down position 14 seconds into the second period. He worked his way through the second period and held Clay down for 54 seconds into the third period before an escape tied the match at 1-1. Just 10 seconds later, Carazo took a 3-1 lead with a takedown after he used a leg sweep to get Clay off his feet. Also Clay escaped with 25 seconds left to make the match 3-2, Carazo had accrued 1:11 of riding time to secure a 4-2 win.

184 Pounds – Ryan Sughrue (36-3) Modesto pinned Alex Howard (10-5) Sierra in 2:05


Coming out aggressively worked for Sughrue, who got Howard down in 23 seconds and continued to work himself into a pinning position. He was successful 2:05 into the match, giving Modesto two individual state champions. Last season, Sughrue placed fifth at 174 pounds.

197 Pounds – Shane Miller (23-5) Lassen def. Jordan Lefler (20-9) Modesto, 9-7


This match provided the most exciting first period of the night, as there were three near falls, two takedowns, two escapes and a reversal. Miller came out like gangbusters and picked up a takedown and near fall to jump out to a 6-1 lead with more than half the period still remaining. But Lefler was not done yet, as he registered a pair of two-point near falls to get to within 6-5. Looking to pull off the upset, Lefler then saw Miller escape and reverse to take a 9-5 lead. Both wrestlers seemed to have worn themselves out after the first period, as Miller didn’t score the rest of the way, while Lefler picked up an escape point and was awarded a point when Miller was called for stalling.
285 Pounds – Erik Nye (31-0) Sierra pinned Timothy Guerrero (22-6) San Joaquin Delta in 3:48

 
The only returning state champion this season, Nye finished off his community college career with back-to-back state championships and an undefeated sophomore season. He jumped on Guerrero right away in the first period and did the same to start the second. The only difference was that Nye was able to get Guerrero on his back and finished off the night with a pin.
