GAME 5 – San Joaquin Delta 14, Diablo Valley 10
FRESNO – On the strength of their 14-10 victory over Diablo Valley College, San Joaquin Delta College earns the right to face Orange Coast College (36-13) for the California Community College Athletic Association baseball state championship on Monday at 11:00 a.m. at John Euless Ballpark. The Mustangs (33-18) must beat the Pirates twice to claim the state title. In the first round, the Pirates posted an 8-5 victory over Delta.
With both teams forced to go deep into their pitching staffs, it was more of who would outlast the other, as the two teams combined for 26 hits, 12 walks and six hit batters. 
The game marked the fourth meeting between the two Big 8 Conference teams, with the Delta win knotting their series on the year. Diablo Valley finished the regular season as the conference champions.

Diablo Valley threatened to extend the game in the ninth inning, after a two-out catcher’s interference and walk to Ben Englehart put runners on first and second base. But they game would end when Tyson Edwards grounded out to end the game.

San Joaquin Delta opened with five runs in the bottom of the first inning on five hits, but the Vikings (36-17) responded with five of their own in the top of the second inning on four hits, as 11 batters came to the plate.

It was more of the same throughout the game, but Delta never relinquished their early lead. They put four more on the board in the second inning, thanks in part to a two-run single by Garrett Yrigoyen. It was an 11-5 lead after Bret Morgan blasted a two-run home run in the third, one of his five hits in the game.

After the Mustangs saw three of their pitchers struggle to get through the first 4 2/3 innings, Kevin Rogers (3-5) came on to retire the first 12 batters he faced and finished up the game to earn the win. By contrast, Diablo Valley went through a trio of pitchers that surrendered 15 hits, while Michael Cavalli (5-1) suffered the defeat.
Morgan led a contingent of four players with multiple hits, as he went 5-for-5 with three runs scored and three RBI, while Vinnie Devencenzi (3-for-5, 4 RBI, 2 runs, two triples) helped set the table at the top of the lineup. For Diablo Valley, Corey Conflenti and Adam Greenberg each had a pair of hits to lead the way.
