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Cypress Duo Charges to Men’s Doubles State Tennis Championship

(Fresno) – Although somewhat unheralded since no other teammates were at the Sierra Sport and Racquet Club for the California Community College Men’s Tennis Championships, Cypress College’s Oliver Andrzejczuk and Torsten Keil-Long charged to victory in the men’s doubles championship.

It was a solid 6-2, 7-5 win over Derek Siddiqui and Jon Chai of Cerritos College who had defeated the Chargers tandem in two previous matches this season. Thus, they proved the sports adage that it is difficult to defeat a tough opponent three times in a single campaign. The win came when it meant the most as Andrzejczuk/Keil-Long finished 2011 at 22-3 while daylight was fading on a slightly overcast afternoon. 

Fourth-year coach Jeff Benito summed it up. “We knew it would be tough, but had a chance. We executed properly and stayed on top the entire time. After the past two weeks, with tough losses, we returned rested and came out strong,” he said. 

Earlier in the afternoon, the Cypress tandem eliminated Glendale’s Alex Sarkissian and Trevor Campbell in a tough semi-final match, 7-6 (5), 3-6, 6-3.

At a community college noted mostly for state championship spring success in baseball and softball, it appears Benito’s program has come a long way in a short time.
