Irvine Valley College takes home their sixth CCCAA badminton state championship in school history by defeating the defending state champs, City College of San Francisco, 14-7. The team title was closer than the score indicates with it all coming down to the final two doubles matches. CCSF needed to win both in order to claim the championship but neither of Irvine’s doubles teams would be defeated with Thuy Hoang and Maddie Sapigao winning 2-0 along with IVC’s Ann Nim and Vilma Phongasavithas taking their match 2-0.    

Irvine’s top three seeds were dominant in today’s matches going a combined 6-0 in singles competition and 4-0 in doubles. Thuy Hoang, Irvine Valley’s top seed, was the 2010 singles state champion and continued her dominance in the 2011 team state championship. 
The 2011 badminton state championships are being held at City College of San Francisco’s Wellness Center Gymnasium. The individual matches will begin Friday, May 12, and finish Saturday afternoon.
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
